Subject pronouns can ONLY be used as:

· the subject of a sentence or a clause -          (She or Her) is the class leader. 




· or the predicate nominatives -    The president is (he or him).   

*Remember to always identify prepositional phrases by placing a parenthesis (     ) around them. 
Object pronouns can ONLY be used as:





the direct or indirect object of a sentence 


Jake gave (she or her) a gift.    IO


Bill gave (they or them) to his wife.  DO


or the object of the preposition 


Would you come to dinner with (Jim and me or I)  OBJ of PREP
